Limits are higher for each additional relative
living with an individual for whom they are responsible. Income and asset limits on this chart are rounded to the
nearest whole dollar. There is a $20 income disregard (factored into the income limits above) that the Social Security
Administration automatically subtracts from the individual’s monthly unearned income.
